The letters b and b have no sound and they are used before suffixes of the imperative mood for
first person (1, e and &) to separate those suffixes from previous consonants. For example, sBba
(Let me go), xapbA (Let me see), 6onbé (Let me become), y3be (Let me watch), erbe (Let me give).
The letter b occurs in masculine words, changes the sound of vowels and differentiates words.
For example, am [am] — mouth, amb [sem] — life.

In the Mongolian language, syllables are always divided in front of consonants. Therefore, the
second syllable in a word always starts with a consonant. First syllables can start with either vowels
or consonants.

« If there is a single consonant in the middle of a word, we divide the word in front of that
consonant.

- If there are two consonants together in a word, we divide it between them.

- If there are three consonants together in a word, we divide it in front of the third consonant.

Syllables can consist of v, ve, vee, veeg, cv, cve, cvee, cveee (v — vowels, ¢ — consonants). A single
consonant cannot be a syllable. For example:
